For a priest to let himself be built into a “spiritual house”, it requires of
him much prayer and sacrifice.

The requirement of every Catholic, Priest, Bishop, Deacon or laity to
become holy is because God loves you and wants to be with you for
eternity. This is accomplished by doing it His way, not our way. We
are called to be “sons of God”. We must cooperate with His grace
and will to achieve this. Die to yourself by being immersed in the
Love of God through deep prayer. Repent (change your ways) and
sin no more. Become the “spiritual house” you were created to be.
