Jesus has made a huge promise to you on Divine Mercy Sunday. You
can receive the complete forgiveness of all your sins and all the temporal

REFLECTION: punishment due to them.

What does that mean? It means your soul is 100% spotless like after
baptism, and you don’t go to purgatory, but strait to heaven if you were
to die right then and there. It is greater than a full plenary indulgence
because you don’t have to have complete detachment from your sins.

Here is what you do:
1. Make a good confession on the day of or as close to the
day of Divine Mercy Sunday as possible.
2. Receive Holy Communion on Divine Mercy Sunday.
3. Ask for the graces and mercy promised by Jesus.
4. Trust in Jesus, and be merciful to others.

Here is a short prayer to ask for the graces and mercy:

Pray after communion this prayer from Father Chris Alar or a prayer like
it of your own: "Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the Living God. You
promised to Saint Faustina that the soul that has gone to confession, I
have, and the soul that has received Holy Communion on this day, I just
did, will receive the complete forgiveness of all sin and
punishment; Jesus please give me this grace. I trust in You."
